7. BPTIONAL: Statement of student’s character from non-educator: a person of character has traits of trustworthiness, respect,
responsibility, fairness, caring and citizenship. In lieu of letters of recommendation, we are requesting that you select someone who
can share their observations of your character in action. This could be anyone, relatives excluded, outside of the educational
setting. This statement may help you stand out in a very tight field of applicants.

8. Personal narrative of no more than 500 words that answers the following question:

What distinguishes you from other candidates for this scholarship?
